Sixty-five years ago, Tony Dunn established a school that
nurtured entrepreneurship skills as a byproduct of the Whole
Student Education approach. More than 40 years later,
Autumn Badelt-Fanning ‘99 says her entrepreneurial
spirit was cultivated at Dunn, and she used it to change the
veterinary industry.

After building her career as a traditional veterinarian, Autumn
saw an opportunity for a more holistic
and personalized care model. She knew
that mobile vet clinics were successful,
and she wondered why no one else had
a fleet of them. With that curiosity in
mind, Autumn decided to establish her
business around that very concept, with
the goal of one day selling the successful
mobile model.

In May 2022, Autumn’s business
dream was realized: her Southern
California-based mobile veterinarian

clinic Vet’s Here was acquired by national veterinary
start-up BetterVet in the company’s largest acquisition
to date.

The hard work, attentive care, and determination were worth
every moment. When thinking back to her days at Dunn,
Autumn connected the dots between skills and lessons learned
